School Activities/Trip Parent Permission Form

In order to be admitted/attend one of these school sanctioned events, students may be asked to talk into a small handheld device that senses alcohol on the breath.  Should the student test positive using the passive breathalyzer, he/she will be re-tested using an active breathalyzer requiring the student to blow into a tube.  If the student tests positive again for the presence of alcohol, parent(s) will be called to escort the student to Chilton Hospital for an additional test for alcohol.  If confirmed by the hospital, the student will be subject to disciplinary action, per Board Policy.
