· The Finance and Physical Plant Committee held two meetings recently. Once the State releases State Aid figures for Pequannock, a more detailed plan will be discussed.  On February 2, the committee discussed the fire inspection, solar energy for all schools, and various financing options for the facility plan.  It was noted how Mr. Dave Mortimer’s input and expertise on these matters is invaluable.
· The Curriculum and Instruction Committee discussed Gessel screening, curriculum review, upcoming meetings, Title I update, global emails by staff members, the Pay to Participate program, the budget, SmartBoard technology, high school graduation credits and high school electives.
